Commerce
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Taking advantage of the fact that it is located in the area
near Tokyo, Tochigi has been pushing to attract companies to
the area by promoting industrial infrastructure including the
Kiyohara Industrial Complex, one of the largest inland industrial
complexes nationwide.

Globally powerful industrial giants in various fields such
as automobiles, electronics, and precision machinery have
placed their centers of research and development and
manufacturing in this prefecture with shipment of products
reaching 8,809.7 billion yen in value (ranked 13th nationwide in
2015).

Commercial and Service industry has also been an important
part of developing our charming community.

In Tochigi there are 17 universities and colleges including
those for science and technology, literature, medicine,
education, and art. They have been contributing to fostering
excellent human resources and providing them to various fields
including industry.

Tochigi also established and opened the ‘Tochigi Industrial
Creation Plaza’ in April 2003 to support research, development,
and businesses by establishing industry-academia-government
cooperation, aiming to create and foster next generation

industries.

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Agriculture and
Forestry
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Rice, vegetables, and livestock continue to be the heart of
Tochigi’s agricultural products. Its annual gross agricultural output
is roughly 272 billion yen and its products are supplied to a
number of localities nationwide.

Notably, Tochigi boasts national leadership in the production
of strawberries, gourd, etc.

Tochigi’s various agricultural products are sold throughout the
prefecture and the metropolitan area. The prefecture’s specialties
such as strawberries and Japanese pears, however, are of such
high quality that they are sold nationwide and exported to various
countries.

Approximately 55% of Tochigi is forest. Not merely a ready
supply of timber, these forests enrich the quality of our citizen’s
lives by hosting healthy recreation and preserving vital water and
soil resources.

In order to improve the quality of Tochigi’s forestry, we have
approached the ‘Tochigi Tree’ stable supply system. Although raw
timber accounts for a large portion of our forest industry, we also
sell products such as a variety of mushrooms. The annual gross
output of the forest industry is approximately 8.4 billion yen (2015).

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Tourism

Tochigi is blessed with rich nature such as Nikko
National Park and Mount Nantai. It also has important
historical and cultural heritage. Every year many visitors come
to Tochigi to enjoy its nature and historical site.

The area in Nikko City surrounding Toshogu Shrine,
Rinnoji Temple, and Futarasan Shrine were registered as the
10th World Heritage Site in December 1999. The breathtaking
scene of nature surrounding these structures make it a major
sightseeing spot known around the world.

In addition, 390 year old Japanese Cedars (12,500 in Rinnoji Temple, Sanbutsudo (Nikko) 0 00 000000000
total) line the Nikko Cedar Avenue for roughly 37 km, making
it the longest tree lined avenue in the world. Japan’s oldest
college, the Ashikaga School, as well as traditional towns like
Tochigi City, are also part of the prefecture’s rich heritage.

The Japan Cup, Asia’s top cycle road race,takes place
each year in Utsunomiya, and both locals and people from
around the world come to enjoy the race as well as tochigi’s
festivals and fireworks.

Tochigi has many traditional festivals and events such
as Nikko Toshogu’s 1000 Samurai Procession and Horseback
Archery Festival, and Tochigi’s Yama-age Festival, which has
been designated as one of Japan’s significant intangible folk
cultural assets.

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History

Tochigi holds fossils and earthenware from the Jomon
Period that help us understand what the lives of our ancestors
were like.

In the late 7th century, Tochigi formed what was called
the Shimotsuke domain. During that time they built the
Shimotsuke-Yakushi temple, making it the Buddhist capitol of
the Kanto Region.

In the late 12th century, when the aristocrats lost their
power over the shogunate, outbreaks of civil wars would
occur between the Genji Clan and the Heishi Clan. Nasuno
Yoichi, an archer from Tochigi, became very famous for
shooting an arrow in the middle of an opponent’s fan after
being taunted by the fact that the Genji would not be able to
shoot from such a distance. His accuracy shocked the Heishi
Clan, giving the Genji Clan an even stronger image then before.

In the early 15th century Ashikaga University, Japan’s
oldest school of higher education, was re-established, holding
over 3000 students by the 16th century. Saint Francis Xavier
introduced Ashikaga to the world as the best university in
Japan.

In the early 17th century, Japan was unified by Tokugawa
leyasu. After his death, Toshogu Shrine was built in Nikko on
what the shoguns thought of as the holy ground in order to
protect and worship him.

In the late 19th century was the fall of the Edo Shogunate
and the creation of prefectures. The Prefectural Hall was built
in Tochigi City after the unification of Utsunomiya Prefecture
and Tochigi Prefecture in 1873. By 1884, however, it was
transferred to Utsunomiya.

Tochigi is the homeland of fine traditional crafts. The sturdy
and rustic Mashiko ware is registered as a traditional craft of
Japan. The Yuki pongee is a high-class silk textile that is granted
with an “Important Intangible Cultural Property" label. The whole
process, from spinning to the actual weaving, is done by hand.

In the 17th century, Nikko bori (wood carvings) became
very popular while people were gathered from around the
country to build Toshogu. In their free time, the people would
carve things such as drawers, vase stands, candy bowls, etc.
Other old crafts very well known in Tochigi are the cast iron
vases created over one thousand years ago. These, as well as
Nasu’s Japanese rice paper and Tochigi’s getas (Japanese clogs)
made from Paulownia trees are very famous throughout Japan.
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Taste of Tochigi

With her rich soils and sources, Tochigi is a birth place
of a variety of flavors that can be enjoyed. The local sake
(Japanese rice wine), made from Tochigi’s pure water, is
known throughout the prefecture. Furthermore, Utsunomiya’s
gyoza (Chinese meat dumplings) are sold in over 200 different
restaurants. Both Utsunomiya’s gyoza and Sano’s ramen are
known nationwide.
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International
Relations
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Tochigi has been promoting international relations with its sister
states and provinces in China, France and the United States with the
help of two coordinators for international relations who eagerly give
lectures about their home countries and various international topics.

In addition, active relations are being fostered through sports
and cultural exchanges by prefecture municipalities.
