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About”Iroha Slope”
Iroha Slope is a scenic road on a steep hill with a
440-meter change in elevation, connecting Nikko
with Lake Chuzenji and Okunikko. In 1987, it was
selected for the Japan 100 Roads list, and in 2020, it
was selected for the JSCE Civil Engineering History
and Heritage Award. First Iroha Slope (descending)
and Second Iroha Slope (ascending) have a total of
48 hairpin turns, and on each curve is a sign with a
syllable from the Japanese writing system: I’ ‘RO’
‘HA’ ‘NI’ 'HO’ ‘HE’ ‘TO’, and so on.
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
